FROM OUR MIGRANT JUSTICE MINISTRY   
 

   The day before Thanksgiving, members of the Migrant 
Justice Ministry accompanied a young couple to an immigra-
tion attorney. It went well in some respects, but not with 
the ultimate result we all wanted. The Spanish speaking 
attorney spoke kindly and honestly as she listened to their 
histories. However, her opinion was that their cases are not 
strong enough to win asylum based on the current           
protected grounds. It is tough to think that out-of-control 
gangs “governing” a country and extreme poverty do not 
cover this hardworking couple. Our dinner later was with all 
the Thanksgiving trimmings and was a lively bilingual              
experience. We heard their firsthand account of hiking 
through the Darien Gap jungles into Panama with hundreds 
of others forging ahead for a better life, seeing families die 
from horrible situations, facing anacondas, and staying 
awake most nights so their few possessions wouldn’t be 
stolen. Despite all these memories in their minds, they are 
still full of joy for being here with the reality of only 5 years 
ahead. We are thankful for them and the humble kindness 
they live. Please consider loving your neighbor as yourself 
and helping some of these immigrants. 
Matthew 25:35 - ”For I was hungry and you gave me    
something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something 
to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in.”
