PASTOR’S MESSAGE  

In the gospel today, Jesus mysteriously appears 
amid the disciples who are talking about him and 
discussing whether or not he had been raised from 
the dead. As he appears, Jesus simply says, 
“peace be with you.” The disciples reacted to this 
sudden appearance by being “startled and terrified 
and thought that they were seeing a ghost.” 
 

I think the recorded reaction of the disciples helps 
to bring in some of the concrete reality of            
experiencing the Resurrection. Even though we 
hear Jesus was raised from the dead and that he is 
God, one can still get amazed and even scared 
when we feel God’s presence. 
 

The next parts of Luke’s gospel are events to show 
that Jesus is not a ghost but has a physical body, 
“Touch me and see, because a ghost does not 
have flesh and bones as you can see, I have.” He 
also asked for food and ate it in front of them. This 
abundance of proof to show that Jesus rose in his 
body is foundational to our faith and the              
understanding of the Resurrection. It reminds us 
that his body changed and that he changed all  
bodies. We are not just a shadow of what we were 
before death, but we will be changed into       
something greater. Our bodies are good and are 
important for our salvation.

After His resurrection, Jesus began appearing to the       
Apostles. Once He appeared to them while they were locked 
in a room in hiding. He spoke to them about what they were 
to do. Thomas wasn't present with them at that time and 
did not believe that Jesus was alive unless he saw for        
himself. Jesus appeared again when Thomas was with them, 
and he then believed. Jesus said to Thomas, “you believed 
because you saw Me, Blest are those who have not seen me 
and have believed.” We believe that Jesus is present with us 
today in the Eucharist - Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity - even 
though we cannot physically see Him. He is present in our 
Adoration Chapel. Visit Jesus in our Adoration Chapel and 
Pray to Him, ask for His help in your needs, or just adore 
Him.
