The Pennsylvania March for Life will take 
place on September 23, 2024, at the        
Pennsylvania State Capitol in Harrisburg. The 
event will begin with a rally at 11am and the 
March will begin at 12noon. The address for 
the event is 501 N 3rd St, Harrisburg, PA. The 
March for Life's objectives are to empower 
men and women to choose life, defend the 
dignity of the unborn, and march for both the 
mother and the baby. Leading up to the 
March, there will be an overnight Adoration of 
the Blessed Sacrament at the Cathedral of St. 
Patrick. The March for Life Opening Mass is 
scheduled for 9:30am on Monday, September 
23, and the Closing Mass will take place at 
1:30pm at the Cathedral of St. Patrick. The 
Diocese of Harrisburg invites and encourages 
participation in the rally and the liturgical     
services. I strongly encourage parishioners to 
attend the rally as our physical presence is a 
powerful witness in support of a culture of life 
and the defense of life. Having attended the 
March for Life in previous years, I can attest to 
the wonderful experience of coming together 
in prayer and marching for life alongside a 
large and enthusiastic crowd from all over 
Pennsylvania. Many children and younger    
people have participated with great              
enthusiasm and joy in the past. Let us thank 
God for the gift of life and defend every life.
