On this Feast of the Epiphany, we celebrate the  
manifestation of our Lord Jesus Christ to the nations. 
The journey of the Magi, guided by the light of a star, 
reminds us that Christ is the Savior for all people. He 
is the light that dispels the darkness, offering hope, 
peace, and salvation to the world.  
 

The Magi came from distant lands, bringing gifts of 
gold, frankincense, and myrrh—symbols of Jesus’ 
kingship, divinity, and sacrifice. Their journey was not 
easy; it required perseverance, faith, and humility.
